B1264 Road Surface  Cllr Woodward volunteered to take photos of the surface of the road to the County boundary which she will match with the photos sent to Gordon Heathcote, Manor Close from the Highways Dept.  The Clerk will email Highways Thirsk, Cty Cllr Wilkinson and Dist Cllr Watson the photos stating the PC’s concerns regarding the safety of bike riders, etc.

Footpath B1264  The footpath past Mourie Hall is now covered following the digging of the trench for fibre broadband, the Clerk will contact Highways Thirsk.

Footpath Old Road    The clerk reported she had not received a reply to her email and will resend requesting a reply.
