Goal Posts Village Green  It was reported that the goal post erected on the village green appeared to be broken.  Cllr Evans felt that responsibility lay with the Village Society as they supplied the replacement goalposts but thought steel would have been more durable.

Mr P Lancaster Churchfields  Outline application with all matters reserved for the construction of a single dwelling, Stobarts Lane Low Worsall.  Cllr Bainbridge declared an interest being a local landowner and took no further part in the discussion.  Cllr Evans declared an interest having identified his 2 plots on the lane but continued to take part in the discussion.  The ownership of the bridleway known as Stobarts Lane is not known therefore there are concerns over access.  Cllr Robinson has no objection to the proposed development.  Cllrs Saunders expressed her concerns that the PC are there to represent the community and would therefore want to determine the feelings of villagers to any proposed developments within the village in future.  She objected to the application, Cllr Rubin was also against the proposed development and stated the site notice wasn’t in place until 19th April giving 21 days for replies to the planners.  The Chair stated that as the PC were unable to come to a decision the Planning Committee should be asked to defer their decision until the June meeting, reasons being the late appearance of a site notice and the access concerns.  DC Watson agreed the request to defer until June because of concerns over the ownership of the bridleway and would speak to the planners.
