Minutes of the meeting of High & Low Worsall Parish Council held in Worsall Village Hall on Thursday 26th May 2016 following the Annual meeting.

Present  Cllr Alderson(Chair), Cllrs Bainbridge, Robinson, Saunders, Rubin, Evans, DC Watson, 5 members of public and Clerk.
Minutes  Cllr Bainbridge proposed acceptance of the previous minutes, Cllr Rubin seconded, unanimously agreed and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes of the previous meeting

B1264 Old Road  Cllr Robinson reported that no progress had been made with regard to the cleaning but he will continue to try to get the matter resolved.  He will report to the June meeting with regard to the fly tipping problem being reported as an offence.  Cllr Bainridge reported there had been fly tipping in a gateway to one of his fields, it had been removed very quickly.
Parish Council Consultations on Planning Applications and the Community Infrastructure Levy  Cllr Evans gave a report on the meeting he had attended.  Hambleton DC Collect a levy from house builders to be spent in part on local infrastructure, which amounts to £55/sq mtr.  Where a neighbourhood plan is in place the amount is 25% of £55, if not then 15%, to be spent within 5 years.  It is intended to make the planning process paperless in future with the ability to view applications online without the need for paper copies to be sent to PC’s for consultation.  Everyone can register and login online to view applications, it was suggested, by Cllr Evans, that an informal sub group be formed including the Clerk to take this forward.  Cllr Rubin will meet with Cllr Evans and the Clerk.  It was agreed to put the item on the agenda for the June meeting.

Matters Arising
European Referendum 23rd June  Item for NB.

Centenary Fields  It was agreed, following the reading of the letter received by the Chair, that the PC has the War Memorial dedicated to WW1 which would suffice.

St John’s Churchyard High Worsall  The Chair reported he had been contacted by Mr Craggs, who has cattle in the field surrounding the churchyard.  The fence needs repairing to keep his stock out, it was agreed the PC should write to the PCC.

Discussion Regarding Feedback Re Planning Applications in Low Worsall  The Chair asked Cllrs Saunders and Rubin to report on the feedback.  Cllr Saunders reported that people had been randomly asked in an unbiased way for their thoughts on development within the village.  The cllrs had produced a short informal feedback document highlighting their findings, which had been circulated to Cllrs.  People in the village are now aware of the plots put forward for potential development.   Cllr Rubin reported that should more detail be required a survey to every household would need to be completed.  The Chair thanked the Cllrs for producing the document, a member of the public felt it had been a worthwhile exercise.

Planning Applications
Mr Paul Neasham Ship Service Station  Extensions and alterations to garage buildings to form dwelling.  Cllr Evans reported he had attended both the site meeting and the Planning Committee meeting 26th May.  The PC fundamentally supported the original application of 2013 for an annex.  The latest application for a detached house has been deferred at Committee for more information to be sought, also the legal position has to be looked into with clarification on the specifics for that site, DC Watson reported.

Mr P Lancaster Churchfields  Outline application with all matters reserved for the construction of a single dwelling, Stobarts Lane Low Worsall.  The Chair reported that as this application had been discussed at length at the previous meeting he would ask each Cllr for their decision.  Cllr Bainbridge declared an interest and took no further part.  Cllr Saunders and Cllr Rubin both object to the application, Cllr Robinson has no objections.  Cllr Evans stated that as the site cannot connect to the main sewer he objects and Cllr Alderson also objected to the application in present form.  It was unanimously agreed to object to the application on the grounds of the Stobatrs Lane access and the drainage factors.
