War Memorials Trust  Cllr Robinson reported he had been contacted again by the War Memorials Trust re grants.  Work had been completed on the Memorial but the lettering remains unpainted.  It was agreed Cllr Robinson should investigate getting two quotes for repainting in situ, then go ahead with an application to the Trust.

Hambleton Liaison Meeting  Cllr Robinson agreed to attend the meeting at Stone Cross 18th May.

Hambleton Area Committee  Meeting 6th March, Cllr Alderson reported there was nothing on the agenda to warrant attendance.

Gladman Developments Ltd  The proposed development on Green Lane for a further 495 houses causes much concern as to whether the B1264 can accommodate such an increase in traffic.  DC Watson reported that he would look into the response from Hambleton DC on this proposed development.

Construction of 5 Detached Dwellings etc. Three Developments Ltd  Cllr Bainbridge declared a personal and prejudicial interest, as owner of the land and left the meeting.  DC Watson told the meeting that Highways, NWA etc had now been consulted and that the PC’s reserved matters should be included in the conditions.  Following some discussion the Chair asked the Cllrs for their decisions, Cllr Robinson agreed that as the development was of lower density he was therefore not in a position to have objections and was in favour of the development.
