Present. Cllr Evans(Chair), Cllrs Woodward, Bivens, Bainbridge, Alderson, DC Watson, Clerk and 2 members of the public.
Apologies. Cllr Robinson and CC Wilkinson.
Minutes of the previous meeting. The minutes of the previous meeting were then unanimously approved as a true record and signed.
Matters arising from the previous meeting. 
Transparency Code Update. The Chair reported he had contacted YLCA with regard to the payment owing to the Clerk and there is no objection to paying the amount in full.
YSCT Update.  Cllr Bainbridge reported that CDB Production Solutions have completed the installation work at the VH and have received payment in full, £4222.32p.  He will continue to monitor the work for any problem, the equipment has already been successfully used.  The VH insurers are to cover the equipment.  Cllr Woodward continues to try to get a landscaping plan for the entrance to the village in place and is looking at other landscaping in the area for ideas.  There are a large number of volunteers in place to help with planting and lots of options for street furniture.
Disused Road B1264 opposite Toll Bar Cottage  The Clerk reported that NYCC are looking into the status of the road.  DC Watson felt a copy of the letter written by Cllr Evans to NYCC in 2003 should be given to Area 2 Thirsk.  CC Wilkinson informed the Clerk that the road was now designated UUR, (unclassified, unsurfaced road).  The Chair reported he was not comfortable with the PC getting involved researching the owner of the land and Mr Craggs may want to continue to be able to use the field gate.  DC Watson felt the owner should gate the ends of the road to avoid fly tipping in future.  Hambleton DC are responsible for the removal of fly tipped rubbish.  Following further discussion it was agreed to contact Jane Charlton, Manager Area 2, Thirsk with a copy of the PC’s letter but the owner is unknown and the Land Registry may provide a name.
Matters Arising
Cllr Robinson Absence  The Cllrs agreed the absence of Cllr Robinson did not mean they were unable to carry out the business of the PC.  The Chair proposed the PC continue as is, DC Watson suggested revisit the situation in January.  The PC unanimously approved the absence of Cllr Robinson and agreed to revisit the matter in January.
Hambleton Parish Liaison Meeting 22nd November  DC Watson suggested the PC wait until the agenda is received before making a decision on attending the meeting.
