[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes of the meeting following the Annual Meeting of High and Low Worsall Parish Council held in Worsall Village Hall on Thursday 17th May 2018.
Present. Cllr Evan (Chair), Cllrs Woodward, Alderson, Bainbridge and 4 members of the public.
Apologies. Cllrs Bivens and Robinson
Minutes of the previous meeting. The minutes of the previous meeting were unanimously approved as a true record and signed.
Matters arising from the previous meeting. 
War memorials trust update. The Clerk has acquired the relevant documents regarding the application to the War Memorials trust for a grant to assist with payment for work on the memorial, (which would, if successful pay for 75% of the cost) and is in receipt of the quote from Lords which is £450 excluding VAT.
Action: The Clerk to ask Banbridges to re-send their quote, and to ascertain that both companies are accredited conservation qualified contractors.  Following this, the company supplying the best quote should be instructed to carry out the work.
Transparency code update. The Clerk now has a computer, software and scanner, and is engaging in training regarding its effective use.
Action: Cllr Evans to write a paper to set out how items in the separate grant headings will be implemented.
YSCT update.
1. Football goals. Cllr Woodward has liaised with Cllr Bainbridge and her work colleague to decide upon materials, design and size of goals.
Action: Cllr Woodward to order a pair 16’ x 7’ steel self-standing goals (with nets) without wheels or roller.
2. Landscaping at entrance to Village Road. Cllr Woodward has sent a flier to residents asking for volunteers to help design and install the landscaping. Currently there are approximately 10 volunteers. 
Action: Cllr Woodward to shortlist 4 bench designs and 4 village sign designs to email/post on notice board to gather opinion. Then to organise meeting for volunteers to put together a plan of action.
3. Projector and screen for village hall. 
Action: Cllr Bainbridge to organise for a site visit and quote for the work to install a ceiling mounted projector and automatic screen in the main hall, also to investigate the possibility of mounting the current projector onto the ceiling of the meeting room.

Parish plans and surveys update.
Action: To carry forward to next meeting

Matters arising
Police and crime commissioner letter re Rural Crime. The commissioner is appealing for the views of rural communities.
Action: Cllr Woodward to send flier to email group and to put on PC noticeboard.
Apologies received from the police representative. Crime report states 1 theft from business or other.
NYCC Letter archives service. Survey responses are welcomed from the county records office from the local community, as they require support to digitise their records, some of which are very old and pertain to this parish.
Action: Cllrs Woodward and Evans to send email to invite residents to comment on the survey.
Hambleton Parish Liaison meeting: Held on the night of this meeting, and so Cllrs did not attend.
Finance
Insurance Premium.
1. Clarification has been received by the Clerk regarding the ‘fixed’ premium which has been slightly increased due to inflation. Cllrs unanimously approved the quote of £285.60
Action: Clerk to accept the premium of £285.60
2. Insurance for Village sports and dog show on 9th June. This event is sponsored by the Parish Council and Vicki Gatenby is approved as the project manager for the event using the village society project resources. The project team must comply with the PC insurers Came and Co email to the PC dated 16th May 2018 at 12.05pm. (This requires a risk assessment to be kept by the PC and a first aider to be present who is able to contact the emergency services.)
Orders with service/equipment providers may only be placed by the project team on condition that providers carry their own public liability insurance and that the Parish Council bears no liability to the service provider for damage to equipment. Orders must be in writing.
Action: Risk assessment to be sent to the Clerk for filing. 
Provided that there are no activities planned that are on the list of exclusions, and that the guidelines are followed, the Parish Council can assume that insurance is in place for future events without the need to contact the insurers.
Internal auditor. The Clerk has received a quote for internal auditing which is applicable to Parish Councils much bigger than our own.
Action: The Clerk to arrange an alternative internal auditor.
