Matters arising from the minutes of the previous meeting
Hambleton Local Plan Preferred Options Consultations  The Clerk reported that she had spoken to Mr Pippet Hambleton DC, he confirmed there were no sites allocated in the plan for Low Worsall.  Low Worsall is designated an ‘other settlement’ and as such developments would be restricted to a maximum of 5 dwellings and single dwelling infill.  Cllr Evans declared an interest and circulated copies of the information he had received as a landowner with a site put forward for development.

Matters Arising

Superfast Broadband  Cllr Robinson reported on his contact with Digital Durham who redirected his enquiry to Superfast North Yorkshire.  Phase 2 funding is now in place and a letter from SNY was received stating that ‘North Yorkshire CC and BT are planning to upgrade most of the properties in Low Worsall to superfast broadband by the end of summer 2017’.  It was pointed out the unforeseen issues could cause delays.

Planning Matters  

Mr P Neasham Ship Service Station Extensions and alterations to garage buildings to form a dwelling  Appeal granted.

Mr P Lancaster Churchfields Piersburgh Lane Outline application with all matters reserved for construction of a single dwelling.  Cllr Bainbridge declared an interest and took no further part in the discussion.  Cllrs Evans and Robinson had no objection to the proposal, Cllr Rubin expressed concerns about the length of the drive to the site and the possibility of further sites off it.  Cllr Alderson had concerns over the previous applications sewage treatment, this has now been addressed with connection to the main sewage system.  No objections, majority vote decision.
